Discussion Questions:

4. Duke seeks out Eden’s companionship by being kind, thoughtful and persistent. As a result, they quickly become friends. What are some of the qualities that you value in a friend?




5. Eden demonstrates courage when they tell Ramona about Alexandria’s unkind words. If you were Eden, what might you have done? Why?
6. Eden’s mom is planning a birthday party and wants to invite their friends. Eden isn’t sure if any of them would come. Have you ever had a celebration and invited friends? Were you afraid that they might not come? If you were planning a party, who would you invite and why?





7. Jackie asks the teacher why they are learning about Columbus “because (he) was awful to Indigenous people. He wasn’t some sort of hero.” In your opinion, was Jackie right to question the teacher? Why or why not?





8. Eden, Duke, Tabitha, Jackie and Ramona have found a friend group that they can trust where they are comfortable being their authentic selves. What parts of your identity are you comfortable sharing with your friends? Is there anyone in your life with whom you are completely yourself?
