DISCUSSION QUESTIONS HERE (Ideally 10 questions to guide discussion of the title):
1) In the novel Ezzy hears stories about his family from an elder.  What stories and cultural practices are important in your family?
2) The character Grey is an activist although she is becoming disillusioned about her ability to make meaningful change.  Have you ever been a part of a protest?  What was the experience like?  Did you feel you were able to make a difference? 
3) Did you learn anything about Indigenous history in this novel?  Did anything surprise you? 
4) The relocation of bison from nature to a busy city is an important aspect of the novel.  What do you think the bison represent? 
5) What did you think about the ending of the novel? 
6) What did you think of the two main characters, Ezzy and Grey?  Did you relate to one more than the other?  If so, why? 
7) Ezzy’s Aunt May is an important character in the novel and a support to Ezzy.  What do you think she represents? 
8) This novel explores the intergenerational effects of colonialism where trauma is passed down through the generations.  Did anything change for the characters by the end of the novel?  Did it leave you feeling hopeful for future generations? 
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
